PURPOSE:
· Relates to target word on a personal level
· Fosters the verbal/linguistic, bodily/kinesthetic, interpersonal, and intrapersonal intelligences
· Supports students in vocabulary development
· Working in cooperative groups of three
MATERIALS:
· List of vocabulary words to be learned
· Textbook and/or dictionary
PROCEDURES:
1. Distribute words to student teams.
2. Tell students that each member should learn the assigned words and then decide on the best action or pantomime to teach the word to the group.
3. Once students become confident about the vocabulary terms, tell them to teach their words to the rest of the group.  Have them follow these directions:
a. Show the word to the group members and have them repeat it
b. Act out the word to the group members and have them repeat the action.
c. Check for understanding.
4. When all students feel confident about the words learned, call out each word.  Instruct students to do the learned action while repeating the word and meaning.
